Old Business
4.    Most of the SCBA tanks have been hydrotested.  The two aluminum ones will be tested soon and then an inventory will be done and a plan of replacements will be made.
5.   The DEC grant is competed.  The money has been received and the equipment has all been purchased.  Training with the new equipment is underway.
6.  The repair parts for the Otto7 cascade system have been installed by Robert Barber Sr. and Robert Barber Jr.
New Business
8.   Chief’s report
· Training on basic skills and also the use of the new battery operated tools was done this evening.
· Boot situation.  Nina Marek and Paul Eder need exterior fire boots.  Motion to approve puchasing two sets of exterior fireboots: made by Ron, seconded by DonG, approved.
· Trisha reported that two interior firefighters (Douglas and  Mike) do not have up to date turnout gear.  Quotes are needed before this can be ordered.  It is necessary to make sure that existing  up to date gear is being used where possible.  Some members may take the Interior Firefighter course which will be offered later in the year.
· Motion to purchase a lockable cabinet for EMS use (similar to District cabinet): made by DonG, seconded  by Ron, approved.  Trisha had an Amazon quote for $159.  DonG will work on ordering this.
· Five point tear-away safety vests are needed.  Trisha has a quote that has a minimum order of 36 with printing.  It would be good to have 30 for OTTO  FIRE and 6 for OTTO EMS.  Don G will look into this.
· The EMS team has three pieces of equipment that they request, if possible:  a 12 lead monitor, a power gurney, and an automatic CPR machine.  They will look into grants (such as the Firehouse Subs grant) since these items are expensive. Angela is using grant information on VFIS training site.  It was pointed out that the Otto ambulance is a small frame ambulance and that may impact whether these things are possible.  Storage is a problem.
· Trisha mentioned  that equipment money could be increased by doing EMS billing. This had been looked into before, but could be revisited.
· There will be an extrication training some Saturday in July.
· The county Pump Ops course  scheduled in Otto starting in August is full.  Several Otto members are on the list.  The county will take a waiting list – perhaps opening  another class at a different location if there is a lot more interest.
